POSITION DESCRIPTION: 
Intern will work under the guidance and supervision of the editor of the Florida 
Historical Quarterly.  The intern will focus on the following publication activities: 
 

• Logging in new manuscripts and acknowledging receipt of manuscript 
• Formatting footnotes to conform to FHQ style 
• Fact-checking of citations and text 
• Assisting in copy-editing 
• Assisting in proof-reading 
• Compiling a cumulative index 
• Providing copies of published reviews to book reviewers and presses 

 
At the end of the semester the intern will present a paper providing an overview of the 
work undertaken and the demands and opportunities in journal publication. 
 
Mid-term and end-of-term evaluations will be done by the editor of the Florida 
Historical Quarterly and sent to the director of the internship program.
